PETITION AND CATTLE DRIVE TO PARLIAMENT HILL
SASKATOON – Saskatoon-Wanuskewin Canadian Alliance MP Maurice Vellacott will welcome the “Cattle Drive to Parliament Hill” as the cattle liner and accompanying supporters roll into Saskatoon, Saturday, September 6th stopping first at the Saskatoon Auction Mart about 5:30 pm.

Canadian Alliance Agriculture critic Gerry Ritz says, “The border has been opened a crack, but it’s a long way from being business as usual. People need to know that restoring 20% of the market is not business as usual. There’s a lot left to do to fully reopen the borders and to make sure this never happens again.”

Vellacott adds, “This is an economic disaster. The government must press harder to resolve this crisis. It’s crucial to remember the severe hardship that beef farmers and businesses face because of closed borders.”

These petitions will be delivered to Parliament in conjunction with the “Cattle Drive to Parliament Hill.” “I hope thousands of Canadians enroute from Vancouver to Ottawa will support the Drive, add their signatures to the cattle liner, and sign the petition too,” Maurice Vellacott said. These petitions will also be available at local RM and Town offices, and Mr. Vellacott’s MP office for signing. 

Vellacott invites the public to join him in welcoming the “Cattle Drive to Parliament Hill” when it stops at the Saskatoon Auction Mart (one mile north of SaskPlace on Hwy. 16 West and Auction Mart Road) at approximately 5:30 pm, Saturday, September 6th.
