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MP THANKS HIS MOTHER FOR LIFE

ADOPTED TORY SPEAKS AT PRO-LIFE DEMONSTRATION

An adopted MP who thanked his birth mother for sparing his life was among thousands of pro-life activists on Parliament Hill yesterday lamenting 36 years of legal abortion in Canada. Rookie Tory Jeff Watson was one of a string of parliamentarians who called himself proudly pro-life. “To my birth mother, wherever she is, thank you for choosing life,”the Essex MP told the crowd. “And to my adoptive parents, thanks for giving me a home.”
Organizers of the 8th Annual National March for Life said the crowd rivaled the 3,500 people who marched last year. Protesters from across Canada, Catholic school children to seniors, rallied on the Hill then marched through city streets. They carried placards with messages including “Two million missing children” and “You can save your baby” and swayed to Christian pop artist David MacDonald’s song, Life is the Only Choice. They heard from religious leaders of many faiths, who argued that life begins at conception and ends at natural death, and from women who have come to regret having had an abortion and are telling their stories publicly.

MP Garry Breitkreuz promoted legislation requiring doctors to tell women about the risks of abortion, which he said include breast cancer. The Canadian Cancer Society, however, says there’s no link between breast cancer and abortion.

Ottawan Alba Pascual marched with her two toddlers. “We’re here to defend the most vulnerable people in society – the unborn children,” she said. “You have people defending animals, women, the disabled – no one is standing up for unborn children. Not only are they being abused, they’re being killed.”
