OTTAWA – On Thursday, local Conservative MP Maurice Vellacott (Saskatoon-Wanuskewin) will be introducing Conservative leader Stephen Harper at what is anticipated to be “a full house” event at the Saskatoon Travelodge at 7 pm.

Harper will remain in Saskatoon on Friday to honour war veterans at a city-wide Remembrance Day Service.

Today in Toronto Stephen Harper spoke about the Conservative party’s Federal Accountability Act which he unveiled last Friday in Ottawa. The Act is designed to change the way business is done in Ottawa by:

1) Banning corporate and union donations, while limiting personal donations to $1,000;
2) Overhauling lobbying laws and banning all ministers, ministerial staffers or senior public officials from lobbying government for five years after leaving their post;
3) Giving more power to the Lobbyists Registrar, Ethics Commissioner, Information Commissioner and Auditor General, and;
4) Giving the Auditor General a mandate to conduct a complete review of the more than $30 billion involved in annual federal grants, contributions and contracts.

Vellacott says, “In the next federal election Canadians will have a choice: Liberal corruption or a clean, honest Conservative government led by Prime Minister Stephen Harper.”
